All monthly rates cover days school is in session, 
school break days, early release and make-up days.

$10 late fee applies after the 5th of the month.

All rates are per child. 

We follow the NRMPS Calendar. 

All Teacher Workdays and Holidays will be billed 
separately at the School Break Camp rate, only if 
child is not enrolled and paid for current month.

There will be no refunds for snow/weather days.

YMCA Member Rates apply only to Family 
Memberships (One Adult Plus, Two Adult Plus or 
Three Adult Plus).

There is a $25 enrollment fee for all before & after 
school care. Enrollment fees are annual, mandatory, 
non-transferable and non-refundable.

Teachers must show school ID to get teacher rate 
(10% off), only for NRMPS teachers.

Transportation provided from some locations to the 
Future Leaders Childcare Center (YMCA Site) After 
School Care. Please check with the Child Care Office 
for these locations.

Drop-In Booklets must be used within the month 
purchased.
